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1- Crptogenic epilepsy :
Any epilepsy for which there is no clear cut cause. Also
called idiopathic epilepsy.

2- Focal epilepsy :
Epilepsy characterized by a relatively localized focus of the cortical

dysfunction and manifested by similarly specific sensory ~ motor seizures.
Also called partial epilepsy.

3- Generalized epilepsy :
Epilepsy characterized by diffuse, general seizures with an EEG
pattern that reveals pathodical activity over the entire surface of the brain.

4- Idiopathic epilepsy :

Epilepsy for which there is no known organic cause. Compare with

symptomatic epilepsy.

5- Jacksonian motor epilepsy :

A from of focal epilepsy characterized by seizures involving
involuntary motor movements on the side of the body contralateral to the
cortical locus of the disturbance. Usually the movements spread from central
muscle groups to others and may involve one whole side of the body. This
spreading of the seizure is termed jacksonian march.

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6- Jacksonian sensory epilepsy :

A form of focal epilepsy analogous to Jacksonian motor epilepsy,
except that the primary symptoms are specific and localized sensory
disturbances.

7- Major spilepsy :

Epilepsy characterized by gross convulsive tonic — chonic seizures,
loss of conscio - usness and loss of control over various autonomic
functions. Also called grand mal epilepsy and the seizures grand mal
seizures.

8- Minor epilepsy :

A general label for any epilepsy characterized by nonconvulsive
seizures of their epileptic equivalent. Often there is only a momentary lepse
of consciousness and / or minor sensory motor dysfunction. Also colled petit
ma epilepsy.

9- Psychomotor epilepsy :

A from of epilepsy characterized periodic behavior disturbances
manifested typically as repetitive and often highly organized movements that
are carried out unconsciously and semiau to mat : cally.

10- Symptomatic epilepsy :

A general term for any epilepsy for which there is a known organic

cause.
11- Temporal epilepsy :
Epilepsy where the focus of the cerebal . dysfunction is the temporal
