Gamal Abdel Nasser:

(15 January 1918 - 28 September 1970) was the second
President of Egypt from 1956 until his death in 1970. He
led the Egyptian Revolution of 1952, which removed King
Farouk I and heralded a new period of industrialization
in Egypt, together with a profound advancement of Arab
nationalism, includingashort-livedunion with Syria. Nasser
inspired anti-colonial and pan-Arab revolutions in Algeria, Libya, Iraq
and Yemen, and played a major role in founding the Palestine Liberation
Organization, in 1964, and the international Non-Aligned Movement.

Nasser is seen as one of the most important political figures in both
modern Arab history and Developing World politics of the Twentieth
Century. He is well-known for his nationalist policies and version of
pan-Arabism, also referred to as Nasserism, which won a great following
in the Arab World during the 1950s and 1960s. Although his status as
“leader of the Arabs™ was severely tarnished by the Israeli victory over
the Arab armies in the Six Day War, many in the general Arab populace
still view Nasser as a symbol of Arab dignity and freedom.
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Galileo Galilei:

(15 February 1564 — 8 January 1642) was an ltalian
physicist, mathematician. astronomer, and philosopher
who played a major role in the Scientific Revolution. His
achievements include improvements to the telescope
and consequent astronomical observations, and support
for Copernicanism. Galileo has been called the “father of modern
observational astronomy.” the “father of modern phyvsics.” the “father of
science,” and “the Father of Modern Science.™ Stephen Hawking says,
“Galileo, perhaps more than any other single person, was responsible
for the birth of modern science.”
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Albert Einstein:

(14 March 1879 — 18 April 1955) was a theoretical
physicist. He is best known for his theories of special
relativity and general relativity. Einstein received the 1921
Nobel Prize in Physics “for his services to Theoretical
Physics, and especially for his discovery of the law of the
photoelectric effect.”
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Ibn Battuta: (February 25, 1304 - 1368 or 1369)

Was a Moroccan berber scholar and traveller who is
known for the account of his travels and excursions called
the Rihla (Voyage). His journeys lasted for a period of
nearly thirty years and covered almost the entirety of the
known Islamic world and beyond, extending from North
Africa, West Africa, Southern Europe and Eastern Europe
in the West, to the Middle Fast, Indian subcontinent, Central Asia,
Southeast Asia and China in the East, a distance readily surpassing that
of his predecessors and his near-contemporary Marco Polo.
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Rifa'a al-Tahtawi; born in Tahta, Egypt 1801; died in 1873)

Wasan Egyptianwriter. teacher. translator, Egyptologist
and renaissance intellectual. Tahtawi was among the
first Egyptian scholars to write about Western cultures
in an attempt to bring about a reconciliation and an
understanding between Islamic and Western civilizauons.
He founded the School of Languages in 1835 and was
influential in the development of science, law. literature and Egyptology
in 19th-century Egypt. His work influenced that of many later scholars
including Muhammad Abduh.
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Al-Aqqad:

Was born in Aswan. a city in Lower Egypt. in 1889. He
graduated only out of elementary school: he did not finish
school until the end. Unlike his schoolmates, he spent all
his weekly allowance on books rather than candy and food.
He read about religion, geography. history and many other
subjects. He was known for his excellent English.

He wrote more than 100 books about philosophy, religion, and poetry.
He founded a poetry school with Ibrahim Al-Mazny and Abdel Rahman
Shokry called Al-Diwan. He died in 1964 in Cairo. His most famous works
were al-’ Abkariat, Allah, and Sarah. Some of his books were translated into
English. Al-Aqgad was known for his use of flowery and complicated prose.
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Jean-Paul Charles Aymard Sartre (21 June 1905 - 15 April 1980):

Commonly known as Jean-Paul Sartre, was a
French existentialist philosopher, playwright, novelist,
screenwriter, political activist. biographer. and literary
critic. He was one of the leading figures in 20th century
French philosophy and FExistentialism, and his work
continues to influence further fields such as sociology and
literary studies.
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Yuri Alekseyevich Gagarin; (9 March 1934 - 27 March 1968):

Hero of the Soviet Union, was a Soviet cosmonaut. On
12 April 1961, he became the first human in outer space
and the first to orbit the Earth. He received medals from
around the world for his pioneering tour in space.
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Abu Abd Allah Muhammad al-Idrisi al-Qurtubi al-Hasani al-
Sabti or simply Al Idrisi (1100-1165 or 1166)

Was an  Andalusian  geographer. cartographer,
Egyptologist and traveller who lived in Sicily, at the
court of King Roger II. Muhammed al-Idrisi was born
in the North African city of Ceuta then belonging to the
Almoravid Empire (nowadays under Spanish  control)
and died in Sicily, or maybe in Sabtah. The airport of the
Moroccan city Al Hoceima is named afier Al Idrisi. Al
Idrisi was a descendent of the Idrisid rulers of Morocco, who in turn
were descendants of Hasan ibn Ali. the son of Ali and the grandson of
the Islamic prophet Muhammad.
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Ismail Yasin (also creditedas Ismail Yasseen; (September
15, 1915-May 24. 1972) was an Egyptian comedian/actor.

He is famous for a series of films with his name in the ttle.

[smail Yassin had a difficult childhood in Suez where he
was born. His mother died at an early age and his father was
jailed thus forcing him to leave school before completing his
primary education. He worked as a parking valet to support himself.
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He started his career as a monologue singer and headed for Cairo to
join Badi’a Masabny’s troupe. His break into the movie industry came
when Fouad El-Gazaery gave him his first role in the movie ”Khalf El-
Habayeb” in 1939. He later joined Ali El-Kassar’s troupe and started to
gain widespread recognition eventually becoming one of most popular
stars in the Arab world. A record 15 movies nsed his name in their titles
to capitalize on his fame.

He was not particularly attractive but he had great control of his
facial expressions and often made fun of his ‘large mouth” in his films.
His trademark gimmick was to act terrified bringing his wobbling knees
together, stretching his shaking arms in front of him, stamnmering silently,
and suddenly snapping out of his panic with a loud inhalation of air.

In the 1960s his health began to deteriorate. He moved to Lebanon
where he participated in a number of films, and later when he returned
to Egypt he was heavily in debt. He died of a heart attack in 1972.
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
