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Owner awarded a contract for highway construction.
Elevations indicated in the drawings were higher than the

actual elevations in the field. This forced contractor to bring in
additional fill.

Contractor brought a claim for additional compensation.
Owner argued that contract stated that elevations were for
informational purposes only and could not be relied on without
independent verification.

The Appellate Division of the Superior Court of New Jersey
held that, notwithstanding the contractual disclaimer, Owner
extended an implied warranty of the accuracy of all affirmative
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representations in the contract documents. The elevations were
inaccurate, and this was a breach of the implied warranty.

Golomore Associates v. New Jersey State Highway Authority

413 A.2d 361 (N.J.App. 1980).
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The Appellate Court of Illinois ruled that all owners extend an
implied warranty to contractors that the plans and
specifications are accurate, complete, and suitable for the

completion of the project. The A/E in turn assumes a duty to
prepare design documents that meet this standard. These
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fundamental obligations cannot be disclaimed or shifted to the
contractor. The language in the contract was unenforceable.

W. H. Lyman Construction Co. v. Village of Gurnee
403 N.E.2d 1325 (Ill. App. 1980).
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“Bid documents omit important soils information - contract
obliges contractor to satisfy itself regarding site conditions -
contractor suffers loss - court finds engineer 75% and
contractor 25% liable - owner had legal obligation to provide
soils report with engineer acting as its agent - owner jointly
and severally liable with engineer”.
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The Court stated: "Clearly the [Borough J—all <] had
appointed Fenco its agent for this limited purpose and must be
held liable for Fenco's negligence [ (wi—sgall ] in failing to
perform this function at least."

Accordingly the Borough was held jointly and severally liable
with Fenco for 75% of Brown & Huston's [ Js&all | damages.

As an experienced contractor, Lundrigan's (Js—=2all) should

have recognized the defects in the plans and specifications.
Because of this knowledge and the reliance of the School

Board[ &— ], the contractor was under a duty to warn the

School Board [&—Ll] of the danger in executing the architect's

plans and to give it an opportunity to intervene before
embarking upon the defective work. As a result, the contractor
was held liable to the School Board for damages relating to the
frost heave of the exterior pillars, including the cost of repairs.

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.....The government's reversal of the order of performance was
held to be a change in the contract requirements, and Mech-
Con was allowed to recover for the increase in the cost of his

performance which resulted from the change in the sequence
of work.

Appeal of Mech-Con Corp., 65-1 B.C.A. 4574 (1965).
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The architect or construction manager may be liable to the
owner for breach of contract in the event that the architect or
construction manager is responsible for inspection of the work
necessary to complete the project and thereafter permits
workmanship and materials of substandard quality to be
utilized on the job. This potential liability is illustrated by the
decision in First National Bank of Akron v. Cann.

The court concluded that the construction manager and
architect were jointly and severally liable to the owner for
breach of contract inasmuch as there were substantial and
unapproved deviations from the specifications governing the
work, with the consequence that the granite facings as erected
were structurally unsound and not of good workmanship or
quality.
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Hunt v. Ellisor and Tanner, Inc. “The Architect shall conduct
inspections to determine the date or dates of Substantial
Completion and the date of final completion.

“The Architect shall visit the site at intervals appropriate to the
stage of construction or as otherwise agreed by the owner and
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Architect in writing to become generally familiar with the
progress and quality of the Work completed and determine in
general that the Work is being performed in a manner
indicating that the work when completed will be in accordance
with the Contract Documents. However, the Architect shall
not be required to make exhaustive or continuous on-site
inspections to check the quality or the quantity of the work.
On the basis of on-site observations as an architect, the
Architect shall keep the Owner informed of the progress and
quality of the Work, and shall endeavour to guard the owner
against defects and deficiencies in the work”. The court held
that the architect was not absolved of liability based solely on
the language in the contract documents.
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The Illinois Appeal Court, after affirming that the construction
manager did not owe a contractual duty to the trade contractor,
ruled that the trade contractor could maintain a cause of action
against the construction manager for alleged negligent
direction of the work. The court rejected the construction
manager’s defence that it was not liable in tort, as it was an
agent of the owner and was acting within the scope of
concluding that there is a duty of its authority, due care on the
part of the construction manager to a trade contractor and thus
potential liability on the part of the construction manager to
the trade contractor.
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The court held that the engineer’s obligations ran solely to the
owner and the lack of contractual relationships defeated any
recovery by the trade contractor against the engineer. As
might be presupposed, in the event that an owner, designer, or
construction manager causes a trade contractor to incur
additional expenses as a result of active interference, they may
well be liable to the trade contractor for such damages in the
decision of E.S. Noonan Inc. v. Morrison-Knudsen Co., an
owner and its construction manager were held liable to a trade
contractor for $750,000 in delay damages and dewatering
costs.
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The Missouri Court of Appeals ruled that Owner did breach
the contract. When a contract establishes Architect as the party
responsible for determining Contractor’s percentage of
completion, that determination is binding on both Owner and
Architect. Owner was not entitled to ignore Architect’s
certification or to impose additional preconditions before
making the progress payment.

Hart and Son Hauling, Inc. v. MacHaffie,

706 S.W.2d 586 (Mo.App.1986).
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The Court of Special Appeals of Maryland acknowledged that
under similar circumstances, it had held project owners
accountable for the pre-bid statements of A/Es functioning as
agents of the owners. In this case, however, the bid documents
expressly stated that all clarifications must be in writing and
oral explanations would not be binding. Therefore, Engineer
was acting outside the scope of his agency authority in giving
an oral explanation and Contractor was not entitled to rely on
that explanation.

Mass Transit Administration v. Granite Construction Co.
471 A.2d 1121 (Md.App. 1984).
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The Appeals Court of Massachusetts ruled that Engineer was
the authorized agent of Owner in matters of compliance with
the specifications. Once Engineer had approved the product in
accordance with the procedure established in the contract,

Owner was bound by that determination and could not rescind
the approval.

E.A. Berman Company v. City of Marlborough

419 N.E.2d 319 (Mass.App. 1981).
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The Court of Appeals of Arizona ruled that an engineer’s
resolution of a dispute will be final and unappealable only if
the construction contract expressly states that the engineer will
be the final arbitrator. In this case, the contract contained no

such statement. Engineer’s authority was limited to
interpreting the contract documents and making decisions
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during the performance of the work. Engineer was not the final
arbitrator of disputes.

New Pueblo Constructors, Inc. v. State of Arizona
696 P.2d 203 (Ariz.App. 1985)
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In Kendrick v. Jaecter, the City of Gainesville was building its
civic center and was taking bids for irrigation and landscape
improvements. The landscape architect recommended
awarding the contract to the third lowest bidder and told
reporters that her finding was that the third lowest bidder was
really the “lowest responsible bidder based on its record of
completing projects of the magnitude of the civic center and
based on the quality of work™. The low bidder then sued the
landscape architect for libel.

The court reasoned that the architect's statements were simply
an expression of opinion that one contractor was more suited
for a job than another, and that this was an opinion about
which people could reasonably differ. An expression of
opinion on a subject where people can reasonably differ is not
actionable, because it cannot be proved to be false.
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Lapar v. Morris. In that case, a consulting engineer hired to
diagnose problems in a wastewater treatment plant issued a
report concluding it was the original designing fault. The

designing engineer sued the engineers who had prepared the
report.

The court held that the consulting engineer laid out the
underlying facts and then expressed his opinion based on those
facts. Since the consulting engineer did not refute the
underlying facts, the opinions were not actionable.
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The case of M. Soils Underground Utility and Paving C. v.
City of Laredo: In this case, the appellate court rejected the
terminated contractor’s suit for tortuous interference with
contract against the architect and project engineer. The court
held that, as agents for the city, the designers had an absolute
right to recommend termination.
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In Lemmer v. ID Properties, Inc., the “general construction
manager” was held liable for injuries to a worker (the court
described this particular defendant alternatively as the “general
construction manager” and “general project manager with
duties similar to those of a general contractor”). The
construction manager in this case was responsible for
initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions
and programs”.

In the case of Parsons, Brinckerhoff, Ouade and Douglas, Inc.
v. Johnson:



The agreement between the construction manager and the
owner required the construction manager to determine the
manner in which the work would be accomplished and
required the construction manager to provide advice and
assistance to the owner on safety matters as well as develop
safety criteria.

Hammond V. Bechtel, Inc., where an employee of an
independent trade contractor, injured in a fall through a trailer,
brought a lawsuit to recover against the owner and Bechtel as
construction manager. The contract between Bechtel and the
owner required the construction manager to monitor trade
contracts. In addition, the contract required the construction
manager to require trade contractors to observe all safety rules
and to take any other precautions as were necessary to prevent
death or injuries.

The court held that if Bechtel was independently responsible
for the injuries, by failure to prudently exercise control
retained over the details of performance of the work at the site
or by failure to turn over the premises free of unreasonable
safety hazards, that an injured employee could maintain a
cause of action.

In Hamby v. High Steel Structures, Inc., the state’s inspection
engineer was not responsible for a worker’s jobsite death.
After the worker was killed, his estate sued the state inspection
engineer. The court held that there was no common law duty
to provide a safe work site imposed on an architect who does
not control the work being performed. In addition, the
engineer’s agreement with the state did not require the
engineer either to supervise or establish safety procedures.
However, where one has knowledge of an unsafe condition,
one can have liability exposure despite a lack of contractual
responsibility for safety.
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Owner awarded Contractor a contract for construction of an
apartment building. The contract stated that Contractor would
comply with the provisions of the “Manual of Accident

Prevention in Construction” of the Associated General
Contractors of America (AGC).

An employee of a subcontractor was injured when he fell from
an upper floor. Contractor said it was not responsible for the
safety of subcontractor’s employees.



The Court of Appeals of Iowa ruled that the AGC manual had
been incorporated by reference into Contractor’s agreement.
The manual gave Contractor overall responsibility for job site
safety and required Contractor to erect and maintain proper
barricades. Contractor had failed to do this, so Contractor was
liable for the injury.

Farris v. General Growth Development Corp.,
354 N.W.2d 251 (Iowa App.1984).
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
